Instrumental Lessons UK – U5

Individual lessons by a peripatetic teacher are available on the following instruments – Piano, Violin, Electronic Keyboard, Singing, Guitar, Saxophone, Flute, Clarinet and Drums.
Lessons are based on 30 sessions a year divided between three terms. 20 minute sessions are recommended for KG and Junior pupils, 30 minutes for Senior students and are paid per term in advance.

Students are expected to have their own instruments to use and practice, but there are a few school instruments available for loan to beginners. Please ask for details.

Children interested in taking up an instrument can get an application letter and terms and conditions from the Music Department. The scale and fees for music lessons is available from the Bursar’s Office.
