Ground breaking news for Nursery education and KG holiday provision at St John’s School

We are delighted to announce the opening of our revised St John’s School Nursery commencing September 2010.  This is a thrilling new project which will provide new and highly desirable extended learning for younger children in the Early Years.  Extended day care and a School holiday club will also be offered to children in KG2, KG3 and KG4 for the forthcoming academic year.

The St John’s School Nursery (previously KG1) will be open for 50 weeks of the year and parents will be able to choose the sessions from the following options to suit their individual needs:

Sessions on offer Mondays – Fridays either term-time only,  or to include  some or all of the school holidays (excluding one week during Easter and one week between Christmas and New Year).  Term-time must be for five days, Mondays – Fridays inclusive

KG2, KG3, KG4 From September 2010 our Kindergarten will be renamed Reception  (Form R – previously known as KG2), Lower Kindergarten (Form LK – previously known as KG3) and Upper Kindergarten (Form UK– previously known as KG4).  Reception (previously KG2) will be following a full time, five day weekly timetable during term time to fall in line with the LK (KG3) and UK (KG4).

From 3.15pm when school finishes, until 6pm
